Special Regulation 46(a) for more information.

**Late Entry

A Late Entry may be made by an Exhibitor provided that the
Exhibitor has submitted an entry in their Stud Name, by the closing
Day of Entry. A Late Entry will only be available pending entry
numbers at the closing day for Withdrawals and may be permitted
at the discretion of the Sheep & Wool Committee. Late entries in
the Merino Sheep Section must have undergone Laserscan Testing
of midside samples within the sampling period specified in Sheep
& Fleece Special Regulation 46 (a)(i).
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INCORRECT AND INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS FOR ENTRY

A Correction Fee of up to $20 may be charged by the RAS, at its
discretion, for each Application for Entry which is incorrect or
incomplete. If an Application for Entry is not rectified in
accordance with the RAS’ requirements, the entry may not be
accepted by the RAS.

ENTRY FEES AND RAS MEMBERSHIP DISCOUNT

In order for Exhibitors to claim the RAS Member discount on Entry
Fees for this Competition, Membership subscriptions must be paid
and accepted by the RAS before entering this Competition, and
details must be provided on your Application for Entry prior to
submitting to the RAS. No adjustments will be provided after the
Application for Entry has been submitted. The Membership Name
must be: (i) where the Exhibitor is a single Person, the Exhibitor
Name; (ii) where the Exhibitor is more than one Person or a
partnership, one of the Persons forming that partnership; or (iii)
where the Exhibitor is a firm or company, the Authorised Contact
Person/Representative of that firm or company. Members who are
not financial at the time of submitting their Entry Fees will not be
eligible for the entry discount.

Non-member Entry Fees apply for Exhibitors where they are not
financial members of the RAS. Applicants acknowledge that a valid
RAS membership number must be provided at the time of
submitting their application in order to receive the applicable
discount.

WORKPLACE SURVEILLANCE ACT

The RAS operates surveillance cameras from Sydney Showground
Security and these are located in and around facilities requiring
security monitoring for the safety or security of individuals or
property. The RAS also has access to Sydney Olympic Park security
cameras and vice versa. Please note that security camera
monitoring is continuous and ongoing and it is deemed that a
Person, by entering the Showground, consents to this
photographing, filming or taping. The RAS strictly complies with
the Workplace Surveillance Act 2005 (NSW).

PERPETUAL TROPHIES

Perpetual Trophies remain the property of the Royal Agricultural
Society of NSW. Ownership of the Trophy does not pass to the
winning Exhibitor. A medallion will be presented to the annual
winner whose name will be engraved on the Trophy.

PRIZES AND GST

The Australian Taxation Office has deemed that GST is payable on
prizes if an Exhibitor is registered for GST and enters an Exhibit as
part of a business enterprise.

The information an Exhibitor provides on the Application for Entry
determines whether GST is applicable.

Any prize stated in this Schedule does not include GST.

GST will not apply:
e if an Exhibitor enters an Exhibit as a hobby or private
recreational pursuit; or

e if an Exhibitor enters an Exhibit as part of a business
enterprise, the Exhibitor has an ABN, but the Exhibitor is NOT
REGISTERED for GST.

o if an Exhibitor enters an Exhibit as part of a business enterprise
the Exhibitor is not entitled to an ABN as the business or
enterprise is not operating in Australia.

GST will apply:

e if an Exhibitor enters an Exhibit as part of a business
enterprise, the Exhibitor has an ABN, and the Exhibitor is
REGISTERED for GST.

Where GST applies, the RAS will pay the prize money quoted in this

Schedule plus 10% GST. The RAS will issue a recipient created tax

invoice.

WARNING: The Exhibitor must complete the Tax Details on the
Application for Entry. Failure to do so will result in the RAS
deducting 47% of the successful Exhibitor's prize money as Pay As
You Go Tax (PAYG). The RAS recommends that the Exhibitor seeks
professional advice before completing the Tax Details.

PAYMENT OF PRIZE MONEY

Prize money won during the Sydney Royal Easter Show will be paid
by Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) to the bank account nominated
for the Exhibitor in the competition entry system (myRAS) at the
time the RAS commences processing a payment. If the bank details
are incomplete or incorrect the RAS will attempt to contact the
prize winners to confirm payment details.

The RAS seeks to finalise all prize money payments by the end of
June. Queries regarding unpaid prize money can be addressed to
the Service Centre by email at competitions@rasnsw.com.au.

Any prize money left unclaimed for a period in excess of six
months, is deemed forfeited by the Exhibitor.

SUPPORTER PRIZES

Prizes are provided by third parties and the RAS advises that any
such prizes may be subject to change or amendment occurring at
any time, thereby making the original information published
incorrect.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

A condition of entering into Competitions is strict adherence to the
following ‘Regulations’:

e  Conditions of Entry to Sydney Showground located at
WWW.rasnsw.com.au;

e  General Regulations; and
e  Sheep & Fleece Special Regulations in this Schedule.

These documents constitute the whole agreement upon which
Entries are submitted unless otherwise authorised by the RAS.

Applications for Entry in the name of deceased Person(s) are not
eligible.

The Exhibitor or Owner warrant that each animal Exhibited by
them or by their child/children/guardian is duly registered and
either their property absolutely or is under their absolute care and
control. The Exhibitor holds the RAS exempt from any liability in
the event of any loss or damage from any cause whatsoever.

A refund of Entry Fees shall not be made unless a notification of
withdrawal is received by the Sheep & Fleece Events Manager in
writing before Wednesday 4 March 2026. After this time, it is at
the discretion of the RAS. A refund will not be provided until all
unused passes have been returned to the Sheep & Fleece Events
Manager.

The RAS has the power to evict any Exhibitor from the Showground
in the event of a breach of the Conditions of Entry to Sydney
Showground, General Regulations and/or the 2026 Sheep & Fleece
Schedule.
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WITHDRAWALS

A refund of Entry Fees shall not be made unless a notification of
withdrawal is received by the RAS prior to Wednesday 4 March
2026.

To withdraw an Exhibit in part or in full, Exhibitors must log into
their online Competition entry system account and select the
Classes they wish to withdraw for each Exhibit and complete the
withdrawal process.

WORKING WITH CHILDREN

Exhibitors must comply with all applicable Working with Children
Legislation.

Exhibitors over the age of 18 years, who are involved in a child-
related role or have direct unsupervised contact with children,
must produce evidence of Working with Children Checks to the
Royal Agricultural Society of NSW, at least one (1) month prior to
Competition.

SHEEP FLEECE ONLY

1. Freight charges shall be borne by the Exhibitor and prepaid
where possible.

2. Fleeces must be fully and correctly identified as provided on
the Application for Entry.

3. Fleeces must be delivered to the Sydney Showground by
Wednesday 4 March 2026 and the Notification of Class
Transfers will be permitted only up to this date.

4. Judging will be held on Thursday 2 April 2026 for both Fleece
and District Fleece Classes.

Exhibitors must nominate their preferred arrival time slot at the
time of entry. Access to the site will not be permitted earlier than
the scheduled times listed above.

Advice on entry to and exit from the Showground will be provided
when Exhibitor Confirmation Advices (Benchslips) are distributed
digitally.

Exhibitors delivering Exhibits are to print at home and present their
Exhibitor Confirmation Advice (Benchslip) and Entry Passes to the
gate attendant who will allow entry with Exhibits. Vehicles must be
removed from the Showground immediately after delivery of
Exhibits otherwise it will be regarded as a contravention of
Regulations, with the possibility of removal of the vehicles by
Officials of the RAS.

A Dashboard Slip will also be issued digitally to Exhibitors with the
Authorised Contact Person’s mobile number printed on the slip. A
Dashboard Slip must be printed at home and displayed on the
dashboard of each vehicle at all times while on the Showground.

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DEPARTURE (SHEEP ONLY)

(a) Merino and Poll Merino Sheep shall leave the Showground
in accordance with Sheep & Fleece Special Regulation 12.

(b) Meat and Dual Purpose Sheep shall leave the Showground in
accordance with Sheep & Fleece Special Regulation 12.

PAVILION OPEN TO PUBLIC

The Sheep & Wool (Cox) Pavilion will be open to the public daily
between 9am and 7pm.

SHEEP & FLEECE SPECIAL REGULATIONS

The General Regulations apply to all Sections of the Show. These
Sheep & Fleece Special Regulations apply to this Section only. If
there is any inconsistency between the General Regulations and
these Sheep & Fleece Special Regulations, the Sheep & Fleece
Special Regulations prevail. Copies of all Regulations are available
from the Administration office at the Showground. RAS General
Regulations are available at www.rasnsw.com.au.

INTERPRETATION

1. In these Regulations, unless there be something in the
subject or context inconsistent therewith:

AWTA Ltd - The Australian Wool Testing Authority Ltd.

Breeder - in relation to an animal means the Person who is
the Owner of the dam of that animal at the date when the
animal is lambed.

Committee - means the RAS Sheep & Wool Committee.

Double Penning - where an Exhibitor may be required to pen
three Exhibits in two pens.

Exhibitor - means the Person on whose behalf and in whose
name an Application for Entry is lodged with and accepted
by the RAS and includes the representatives and agents of an
Exhibitor.

Group Class - A Class in which the Exhibit comprises more
than two animals shall be a Group Class.

Pairs Class - A Class in which the Exhibit comprises two
animals shall be a Pairs Class. For Meat & Dual Purpose
Sheep, except for Corriedale and Valais Blacknose sheep,
animals entered in a Pairs Class are not eligible to be
Exhibited in a Single Class. Corriedale and Valais Blacknose
Sheep must be entered in a single class to be eligible to
compete in a pairs class.

Person - words importing Person include a firm, partnership,
company or corporation.

RAS - means the Royal Agricultural Society of NSW.
Show - means the 2026 Sydney Royal Easter Show.

Single Class - A Class in which the Exhibit comprises of one
animal shall be a Single Class.

AGE

2. The age of all sheep shall be the actual age up to and
inclusive of 1 May 2026.

ANIMALS NOT NECESSARILY ELIGIBLE TO PARADE OR COMPETE

3. (a) Ananimal will not be eligible to parade or to compete
in a Class by reason only of the RAS’ acceptance of its
entry and/or of its inclusion in the RAS' printed
Catalogue.

(b) Any animal, which by judging day has become

ineligible for a Class in which it is entered shall not
compete in such Class.

(c) The RAS reserves the right if it so chooses to transfer
an animal from a Class in which it has been entered but
for which on judging day it is ineligible to compete, to
a Class for which it is or has become eligible to
compete.

ANIMALS THAT ARE NOT ENTIRE

4, A sheep, whether male or female, shall not be eligible for
Exhibition if it is not entire.

APPLICATION FOR ENTRY

5. (a) An Exhibit cannot compete in any Class additional to
those for which it is entered on the Application for
Entry, except as may be provided in these Regulations
for transfer to another Class.

(b)  All information as requested on the Application for
Entry must be completed otherwise the entry may be
rejected.

CANCEL AN ENTRY - RAS’ RIGHT

6.  The RAS shall have the right at any time to cancel the entry
of any Exhibit without assigning any reason therefore
notwithstanding prior acceptance of such entry provided
that if any entry be cancelled except for a reason for which
the Exhibitor is responsible, the relative Entry Fee upon
cancellation of the entry shall be refunded to the Exhibitor.

CHAMPIONS
7. (a) Merino Sheep:

(i)  All sectional Merino Champion Award winners
will be eligible to compete for the Grand
Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Awards.

(ii)  In the Merino and Poll Merino sheep section,
there will be separate Grand and Reserve Grand
Champion Awards for Ultrafine, Superfine, Fine,
Fine Medium, Medium and Strong Wool.

(iii) All Merino sheep other than the Grand
Champion Award winners which have been
awarded a Champion prize together with the
Reserve Champion Award winners from the
section from which the Grand Champions have
been drawn, will be required to parade in order
that the respective Judges may determine the
Reserve Grand Champion Awards.

(iv) Judges will select the best and second best
Ultrafine, Superfine, Fine, Fine Medium, Medium
and Strong Wool rams and ewes from those
Classes and the best rams and ewes will parade
for the Grand Champion Awards. In the event of
any of the sheep gaining a Grand Champion
Award, the second best sheep will be paraded for
the Reserve Grand Champion Award.

(v)  Grand Champion Merino and Poll Merino Rams
and Ewes, August and March shorn, will compete
for the Supreme Merino Ram and Supreme
Merino Ewe Awards.

(vi) The Supreme Merino Ram and Supreme Merino
Ewe will compete for the Supreme Merino
Exhibit Award.
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(b) Meat and Dual Purpose Sheep:

()  In awarding the Champion in any breed section,
the first prize winners of the relevant sex in a
Single Class and the individual sheep that form
part of a Pair Class shall be eligible, except for
Corriedale and Valais Blacknose classes. These
breeds are judged both individually and as a pair
and therefore are not eligible for Grand
Champion when entered as a pair.

(i) In awarding the Reserve Champion for that
breed section, the Exhibits eligible to compete
shall be:

(A) thefirst prize winners of the relevant sex in
the Single Class and the individual sheep
that form part of a Pairs Class except the
winner to which the Champion has been
awarded; and

(B) the second prize winner in the Class in
which the first prize winning Exhibit was
awarded the Champion.

CLASSIFICATION

8.

Merino and Poll Merino Sheep will be judged in the Classes
for which they are entered. Prior to judging all sheep will be
inspected for teeth and wool type. Transfers on the basis of
teeth will be as at inspection and wool type at discretion of
the Judge and Exhibitor.

CLEANING OF PENS

9.

(a) The RAS will provide an initial half bale of straw bedding
in each pen. Exhibitors will be responsible for spreading
such straw. Exhibitors will be allocated tickets to redeem
further straw during the Show.

(b) Each Exhibitor shall be responsible for the removal, prior
to 7.30am each day, of soiled straw, etc. from each pen
in which their animal is penned.

(c) Straw shall not be removed from pens except between
6am and 7.30am.

(d) Exhibitors will be allocated tickets to redeem an additional
half bale of straw per pen between 6am and 7.30am.

(e) Waste fodder and water shall be placed in the special
receptacles provided.

(f) Failure to observe any of the above Regulations will incur
a fine of $100 per day.

CONDITIONS FOR PRIVATE TREATY SALE OF SHEEP

10.

Each Selling Agent and/or each Exhibitor who offers for sale
or sells or agrees to sell or makes a Sale or Sales of sheep
situated on the Showground or of sheep after leaving the
Showground but before the sheep have reached the
destination to which they were sent from the Showground
shall notify the RAS of such Sale and pay to the RAS a fee of
$10 or one per cent of the gross Sale price whichever shall
be the greater. Also see Sheep & Fleece Special Regulation
45,

DATES, TIMES, ETC.

11.

Dates, times, and other details set out in the Schedule shall
apply at the Show.

DEPARTURE

12.

(a) Transports shall not enter the Showground before
Tuesday 31 March 2026.

(b) To avoid congestion, a departure timetable will be
issued to all Exhibitors. Delivery vehicles will be
allowed to enter gates according to the time specified
for individual studs, in accordance with the departure
timetable.

ELIGIBILITY

13.

(a) Merino and Poll Merino Sheep shall be eligible for
entry as an Exhibit if from a flock accepted for
registration by the relevant state association.

Sheep of all breeds shall be eligible for entry as an
Exhibit provided:

(i)  The Exhibit is from a flock registered with the
relevant breed society;

(ii)  There are more than 15 flocks of the breed in
question registered with the relevant breed
society;

(iii) The constitution or rules of the breed society are
acceptable to, and the breed society is
recognised by, the RAS;

(iv) The flocks registered with the breed society
contain in total no less than 300 registered
sheep; and

(v)  TheExhibitis pure bred, meaning that it contains
no less than 15/16 of the blood required to
enable it to qualify as a stud animal of the
relevant breed.

(vi) The Exhibit conforms to the breed standards of
the society

(b) All sheep must be owned by the Exhibitor at the time
of entry. Sheep entered in any class requiring them to
be bred by the Exhibitor must bear the Exhibitor’s
registered ear tag.

(c) (i) Breed societies in the Meat & Dual Purpose
Sheep Section are required to supply their
current flock book or equivalent to the RAS by
the 30 June each year.

(ii) If the relevant breed society does not meet the
requirements as set out in 13 (a) (ii) & (iv) the
breed will not be eligible for Exhibition at the
next Show.

ENTRY OF EXHIBITS TO THE SHOWGROUND - STOCK, FLOATS, ETC.

14.

(a) Exhibits will only be admitted to the Showground if
accompanied by:

(i)  Exhibitor's Show Entry Pass issued by the RAS.

(ii)  An Exhibitor Confirmation Advice (Benchslip)
indicating the Classes entered and a Dashboard
Slip displaying the Showtime Authorised Contact
Person’s mobile number, both to be issued by
the RAS.

(ii) A National Vendor Declaration (Sheep and Lamb)
and a Waybill covering all of the Exhibitor's
animals on site, which must be handed to the
Stewards upon arrival at the Showground. The
RAS of NSW Sydney Showground PIC number is:
NJ464604.

(f) Sheep transports must be unloaded immediately on
arrival and removed from the ground as soon as
unloaded.
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(g) All livestock movements onto and off the Sydney
Showground must be recorded on the NLIS database in
accordance with NLIS requirements. Sheep must be
accompanied by a fully completed national vendor
declaration (NVD).

EXHIBITOR PASSES

15. Exhibitors will be allocated with Entry Passes as follows:

1- 8 Sheep = 2 Part of Show Entry Passes

EXHIBIT UNWORTHY OF AWARD

16. Judges are not obligated to give an Award, if in the opinion
of the Judge, no Exhibit is worthy of such an Award.

EXHIBITS ONLY TO BE BROUGHT ON SHOWGROUND

17. Except with the consent of the RAS, an animal shall not be
brought onto the Showground by an Exhibitor or by any
other Person unless it is an Exhibit in respect of which an
Application for Entry has been accepted by the RAS.

EXHIBITS AND JUDGES
18. (a) An Exhibitor shall not Exhibit an animal, in which:

(i)  the Judge directly or indirectly owned or leased
alone or jointly with another;

(ii)  the Exhibitor and the Judge are, or have within
the preceding 2 years been, married or living in a
de facto relationship;

(iii) the Exhibitor or the Judge is, or has within the
preceding 6 months been, a guest in the other’s
home;

(iv) where in the preceding 6 months the Judge has
judged the Exhibit in question;

(v)  where in the preceding 2 years the Judge has
provided to any Person training, instruction,
advice or guidance in respect of the Exhibit;

(vi) the Judge, or a Person to whom the Judge is or
has ever been married or lived in a de facto
relationship with, bred (or in the case of an
inanimate Exhibit, created or constituted) the
Exhibit;

(vii) either the Judge or the Exhibitor is (whether
genetically or by marriage) the parent, child,
brother, sister, uncle or aunt of the other;

(viii) in the opinion of the Committee considering the
matter, the Judge and the Exhibitor have a close
business or personal relationship;

(ix) in any other circumstance where, in the opinion
of the Committee considering the matter, the
relationship between the Judge and the Exhibitor
is such that a fair minded person could
reasonably form the view that the Judge’s
assessment of the Exhibit may be influenced by
factors other than the attributes of the Exhibit.

19. (a) A Judge shall not:
(i)  Judge an Exhibit, which they directly or indirectly
owns or leases alone or jointly with another;
(ii)  act as a handler of an Exhibit or Exhibit an animal
at a Show at which they officiate as a Judge;
(iii)  knowingly Judge an Exhibit Exhibited contrary to
Sheep & Fleece Special Regulation 18.

(b)  An Exhibit shall be deemed to be owned by or to be
leased to a Judge if it is an Exhibit in which at any time
during the preceding 6 months, the Judge or their
spouse, de facto, children, parents, brothers, sisters or
their children or the parents of their spouse or de
facto, their children or grandchildren orin any case any
one or more of them, have any interest.

(c)  An Exhibit causing or likely to cause a contravention of
this Sheep & Fleece Special Regulation shall be
disqualified with effect from the commencing day of
the Show.

(d) Following the announcement of the Class results, a
Judge has the discretion to deliver feedback via the
microphone; however, they shall not engage in any
additional correspondence thereafter.

EXTERNAL PARASITES

20. After admission to the ground all sheep may be inspected by
a veterinary or other approved officer of NSW Government
Department of Primary Industries to ensure that all sheep
are free from external parasites.

FACILITIES

21. Food preparation, including cooking, refrigeration and
showering facilities are not available, nor permissible in the
Cox and Bruce Pavilions. The RAS will supply tea and coffee
facilities and limited refrigeration space for individual items
in the Exhibitor area provided.

FEATURE BREEDS
22. The following breeds will be the feature breeds in 2026:
Merino: Medium Wool

Meat & Dual Purpose: Border Leicester

FEEDING AND WATERING

23. (a) Exhibitors must make their own arrangements for the
feeding and watering of their sheep whilst they are on
the Showground.

(b) Any animal not fed or watered by the Exhibitor or their
agent may be fed and watered by the RAS and the cost
charged to and be payable by the Exhibitor.

FLEECE COMPETTION

24. (a) No championship Award need be made if in the
opinion of the Judges, the standard does not warrant a
championship being awarded (80 points may be taken
as a guide for Merino Classes only).

(b) Allfleeces will be sampled under the supervision of the
Stewards and the samples will be tested by AWTA Ltd
for washing yield, fibre diameter and comfort factor
(by Laserscan), staple length and strength.

(c) The following fibre diameter parameters measured in
micron will apply in all Merino Classes.

Extra Ultrafine 16.0 and finer.
Ultrafine 16.1to 17.5.
Superfine 17.6 to 18.5.
Fine: 18.6 to 19.5.
Fine Medium: 19.6 to 20.5.
Medium: 20.6 to 22.5.
Strong: 22.6 to 24.5.

Extra Strong: 24.6 upwards.

For the purposes of determining the correct Class as to
mean fibre diameter, for all fleeces, the Steward-in-
Chief and Judges will be guided by the test results and
any transfers will be at their discretion.

Fleeces must not exceed 12 months growth. The
Judges will deduct points for Trueness to Type to
penalise any fleece, which, in their opinion, is of more
than 12 months growth.

All fleeces will be examined by the Judges, with the
assistance of the Steward-in-Chief, before judging
commences and any fleeces, which they consider, have
been entered in the wrong Class will be transferred to
the appropriate Class. If, in the opinion of the Judges,
any housed or rugged fleece has been entered in an
unhoused and unrugged Class, it will be transferred at
the Judges’ discretion.

Unskirted or insufficiently skirted fleeces will be
correctly skirted to industry standards under direction
of the Steward-In-Chief prior to weighing and sampling.

All fleeces entered in Commercial Classes must be
unhoused and unrugged.

Registered Stud Breeders are not permitted to enterin
Commercial Classes.

Polypropylene should not be used to tie up the Fleece
Bags.

Fleeces shall not exceed 12 months of age.

The Committee reserves the right to restrict the
number of entries accepted into the Districts Fleece

classes, depending on the available storage and display
facilities.

RELEASES AND INDEMNITIES OF RAS

IDENTIFICATION OF EXHIBITS

26. (a)

(b)

INSPECTOR'S VERIFICATION OF TYPE DESCRIPTION AND ELIGIBILITY

27. (a)

Each Exhibit in a Single Class whilst parading before the
Judge shall carry conspicuously, as directed by the RAS,
a number card corresponding with the number
assigned to the Exhibit in respect of that Class in the
Catalogue.

Each Exhibit in a Pairs Class whilst parading before the
Judge shall carry a number card, as directed by the
RAS, corresponding with the number assigned to the
Exhibit in that Class in the Catalogue.

Each member of an Exhibit in a Group Class whilst
parading before the Judge shall carry a number card
assigned to it as an Exhibit in a Single Class in addition
to any other number card assigned to it as a member
of the group.

All distinguishing marks, such as brands on horns or
labels in ears, are to be covered or removed. During
the Show, rugs and hood leathers shall be removed
from all sheep, and no pens shall be covered up during
the Show.

Each breed society may be requested to nominate
three Persons qualified to act as inspectors in order to
facilitate the appointment of an inspector or
inspectors by the RAS for the purpose of this
Regulation.

(e)

Each animal may be subject to inspection and/or
examination by an inspector or inspectors appointed
by the RAS. The inspector/s appointed shall submit to
the RAS, in writing, a complete report of their findings
immediately after the completion of the inspection or
examination.

Each inspector shall report in respect of each animal
whether or not in their opinion:

(i)  theanimalis true to type;

(ii)  the animalis of such description or merit as to be
a worthy Exhibit in the Class in which it is
entered;

(ii) the animal bears all the markings, whether in the
nature of colour, tattoo or otherwise attributed
to it in the Application for Entry, and does not
bear any markings not attributed to it in such
application;

(iv) the animal is presented in its natural
conformation and conforms with the
requirements of Sheep & Fleece Special
Regulations 8, 26, 27, 37, 43 (c) and 48;

(v)  the animal appears to be barren;

(vi) the animal is suffering from or has an ailment,
injury or affliction;

(vii) the animalis carrying a known genetic abnormality.

An inspector shall not be required to disclose nor shall
they disclose to the Exhibitor the contents of their
report. The Steward-in-Chief or the Assistant Steward-
in-Chief after considering each report and after
informing the Exhibitor or their representative of their
conclusions may disqualify that animal and/or require
it to be removed from the Showground or may allow
the animal to be paraded and judged.

The RAS may if it so thinks fit, cause such further
inspection or examination of the animal to be made
and may require that it be subjected to such tests as
the RAS may thinkfit, and in the light of all information
so obtained the RAS may declare:

(i)  that the Exhibitor is guilty of Unethical Conduct;
and/or

(ii)  that the animal is ineligible for Exhibition or
Competition or if the animal has already been
Exhibited or has competed the RAS may declare
forfeited and cancelled any Award or placing
made in respect of it and may cancel and
withhold any prize, trophy or other evidence of
success that may have been made or granted to
the Exhibitor or in respect of the animal.

If the RAS shall declare that an Exhibitor is guilty of
Unethical Conduct the RAS may reprimand the
Exhibitor and/or may cancel all or any of their entries
and declare forfeited and cancelled any or all the
Awards made or granted to them in respect of all or
any of their Exhibits and/or may decline to accept any
future application on their part to Exhibit or compete
at the Sydney Royal Easter Show.

The RAS shall not be bound to give any reason for any
determination or declaration made or act done
pursuant to this Regulation. Any such termination,
declaration or act shall be final and binding upon all
Persons affected thereby.
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MEAT & DUAL PURPOSE INTERBREED

28.

(a) Each breed shall be eligible for selection as the Best
Pair in the J A & M Y Gilmore Perpetual Trophy. The
Grand Champion Ram and Ewe pf each sheep breed in
the Meat & Dual Purpose Sheep Section shall be
automatically nominated into the Competition, except
for the exception specified in 28 (b).

(b) The Grand Champion Ram and Ewe of the Any Other
Breed section shall be eligible for entry into the J A &
MY Gilmore Perpetual Trophy, only if both Exhibits are
of the same breed.

(c) The Peter Taylor Memorial Perpetual Trophy,
consisting of one ram and two ewes, the winner of the
Peter Taylor Group Class for each breed is eligible to
compete. Exhibits must be entered into this Class in
their respective breed at the time of entry.

(c) The following breeds will be eligible for the ASSBA
Breeds Interbreed Awards:
Border Leicester
Hampshire Down
Suffolk
Wiltipoll
Wiltshire Horn

(d) The following breeds will be eligible for the All Other
Breeds Interbreed Awards:
Australian White
Corriedale
Dorper
Poll Dorset
Valais Blacknose
White Dorper
White Suffolk

(e) The Any Other Breeds Longwool and Shortwool
categories will advance to either the ASSBA Breeds
Interbreed or the All Other Breeds Interbreed, depending
on the breed of the Grand Champion Ram and Ewe.

MOST SUCCESSFUL EXHIBITOR CLASSES

29.

(a) Merino Section: Points will be awarded on the following
basis: 3 points for 1st, 2 points for 2nd; 1 point for 3rd.
Any additional points for specific Awards will be stated
under each Award.

(b) Meat and Dual Purpose Section: Points will be awarded
on the following basis: 3 points for 1st, 2 points for 2nd;
1 point for 3rd. 3 points for Grand Champion, 2 points
for Reserve Grand Champion. Any additional points for
specific Awards will be stated under each Award.

(c) In Classes for Most Successful Exhibitors, in the event
that two or more Exhibitors gain an equal number of
points, the Exhibitor with the greatest number of first
prizes will gain the Award. Should a tie still occur, the
second and third prizes will be taken into consideration.

PRODUCTION CLASS

30.

(a) An Exhibitor of a sheep entered in the Merino Section
Production Class must provide two (2) Handlers to assist
the Shearer whilst the sheep is being shorn. Both
Handlers must remain with the animal at all times during
the shearing.

(b) No Merino sheep will be permitted to be shorn at the
Show unless it is a sheep validly entered in the Merino
Section Production Class.

(c) Only Exhibits entered into General Merino Classes will be
eligible for entry into the Production Class.

OFFICIALS

31. (a) Each breed society may be requested to nominate
Chief Stewards, Assistant Chief Stewards, Ring
Stewards, Stewards (Officials) and a Breed Captain.

(b) A Chief Steward may only officiate at six (6) consecutive
Shows.

(c) Exhibits owned or co-owned by an Official will not be
permitted to Exhibit at the Show, unless an exception is
granted by the Committee, prior to submitting an
Application for Entry.

OVINE BRUCELLOSIS FREE EXHIBITS

32. No sheep may be Exhibited unless from a flock accredited as
Ovine Brucellosis free by NSW Government Department of
Primary Industries or a recognised Ovine Brucellosis
Accreditation Scheme in other States. This information must
be stated on the National Health Declaration form submitted
to the Sheep Section Events Manager by the Closing Day of
Entry.

Failure to lodge the Declaration will mean disqualification of
the Exhibitor’s entries.

OVINE FOOTROT

33. All Exhibitors must complete one of the options regarding
Ovine Footrot, contained in the Health Declaration, which
must be submitted to the Sheep Section Events Manager by
the Closing Day of Entry.

Failure to lodge the Declaration will mean disqualification of
the Exhibitor’s entries.

PARADES AND ATTIRE

34. (a) An Exhibit must be paraded from time to time as
directed by the RAS. Any Exhibitor who fails to parade
their Exhibit when called upon shall forfeit all prize
money (if any) won by them and be liable to a fine of

$10 for each Exhibit not paraded.

(b) Each Exhibit, whilst participating in a parade, must for
identification purposes carry a card provided for the
purpose by the RAS, in such manner as the RAS may
direct.

(c) Except as otherwise directed, every Attendant of an
Exhibit whilst parading such Exhibit either before a
Judge orin a Grand Parade, shall be neat and tidy and
wear long trousers and suitable footwear. A dustcoat
if worn must in no way show any insignia or any
distinctive markings indicating the Exhibitor's name
and/or stud name or prefix.

(d) All Judges and Stewards should be suitably attired.
Male Judges are required to wear a tie in addition to
normally accepted dress.

(e) The Chief Steward will observe any Exhibitor handling
Sheep in the judging ring and should the Chief Steward
determine that the Exhibitor is unable to handle the
Sheep in an acceptable manner, the Chief Steward may
request that Person leave the ring.
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PENALTY - NON-EXHIBITION OF SHEEP

35. Any Person making an entry will be subject to a fine of $20
for each entry of sheep not Exhibited, unless a certificate
under the hand of the Exhibitor or their authorised agent be
lodged with the Sheep Section Events Manager, RAS, before
the day of Exhibition, to the effect that such non-Exhibition
is caused either by:

(a) The death of the animal or animals, or

(b) Contagious or infectious disease confirmed by a
certificate of a Veterinarian, or

(c) By any other reasonable cause.

PENNING

36. Inthe event entries exceed the amount of accommodation
available, Exhibitors may be required to double pen (see
interpretation) Exhibits prior to Restriction of Entries being
enforced.

POLLEDNESS

37. All Poll Merino sheep shall conform to the following
definitions of a Poll ram and a Poll ewe.

(a) Foraram to be classed as a Poll Merino ram, it must:

()  besired by a Merino ram or Poll Merino ram out
of a Merino ewe or a Poll Merino ewe;

(ii)  have a concavity in the bone of the skull on the
horn site. A bone knob or scur may be set in the
concavity of the skull. (Note: A scur is a horny
growth not attached to the bone site);

(iii) not have a scur or bone knob either of which
measures more than twenty-five millimetres
(25mm) in diameter across the widest part of its
base.

(b) For a ewe to be classed as a Poll Merino ewe, it must:

()  be sired by a Merino or Poll Merino ram out of a
Merino or Poll Merino ewe;

(ii)  have a concavity in the bone of the skull on the
horn site; and

(iii) have no sign of any horn growth or bone knob
set in the concavity.

PROHIBITED DRUGS

39. (a) (i) Itis the intention of these Regulations that all
sheep shall perform on their own merits without
the aid of drugs that may affect the conduct,
performance or appearance of the animal. Any
animal which has been found to be affected by
the aid of drugs is not eligible for entry or for
Exhibition at the Sydney Royal Easter Show.

(ii)  Provisions have been made in these Regulations
for the regular treatment of sheep by a qualified
veterinary surgeon.

(b) (i)  An Exhibitor or any party in connection with the
Exhibitor shall not administer to their Exhibit any
drug or substance herein called “a prohibited drug”.

(ii)  Prohibited drugs use and disciplinary action are
outlined in General Regulations. General
Regulations are available at www.rasnsw.com.au.

(c) The RAS reserves the right to test at random, or at any
period it deems applicable, any sheep that is entered into
the Show.

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PROTESTS

41. Any protest as to the age or eligibility of any animal may be
made to the RAS in the form prescribed by the RAS for that
purpose. Any such protest shall be determined by the RAS
and the decision of the RAS shall be final and binding upon
all Persons affected thereby. Refer to the General
Regulations for further details.

REMOVAL OF SHEEP FROM PENS, ETC.

42. (a) During the Show sheep shall not be removed from a
pen without permission of the Exhibitor or their
representative and the RAS other than for the purpose
of judging.

(b)  Any Exhibitor or their authorised manager or attendant,
who without the authority of the RAS or other
authorised Official of the RAS, removes any official
place card, ticket or ribbon affixed or posted by the RAS,
or refuses in any way to carry out the instructions of the
RAS or Official of the RAS, will incur a Penalty to be
determined by the RAS.

RESTRICTION OF ENTRIES

43. (a) Exhibitors, except where otherwise stated, will be

allowed:
(i) Merino Section: No restrictions in any Classes.
(ii) Meat & Dual Purpose Section: No restrictions

in any Classes.

(iii) Meat & Dual Purpose School Section: a
maximum of three entries in a Single Class and
a maximum of two entries in a pairs Class.

However, if the number of entries exceeds the amount
of accommodation available, the RAS may further
restrict the number of entries. The Entry Fees for any
sheep so excluded will be refunded.

(b)  Entry Fees will not be refunded to Exhibitors who have
paid in excess of the maximum number of entries per
Class detailed in (a) above.

(c) Subjecttothe conditions of each Class each sheep shall
compete in only one Single or Pairs Class in addition to
any Group Class it is eligible for.

(d) Sheep under two years of age shall not show more
than four teeth.

44, (a) No ribbon or other evidence of a previous Award shall
be worn or displayed in the ring.

(b) Subject to the Regulations, Prize Ribbons may be

awarded in general Classes throughout the Sheep
Section in accordance with the following table:

SALE OF ANIMALS

45. (a) Unless otherwise decided by the RAS a sheep Exhibit
which has not been paraded before the Judge shall not
be offered for sale while on the Showground.

(b) Sheep of all breeds may be offered for sale by private
treaty subject to the provisions set out in the Conditions
of Sale in Sheep & Fleece Special Regulation 10.

(c) Sale Notice cards must not exceed 420mm x 295mm.
Before such cards are placed in pens, permission must be
obtained from the Sheep & Fleece Section Events Manager.

SAMPLING AND TESTING

46. (a) The following provisions shall apply to all Merinos and
Poll Merinos Exhibited at the 2026 Show:

(i) Itis a compulsory requirement for each Exhibitor
to arrange for and procure the sampling of fleeces
of the sheep to be entered by an Inspection
Committee as is hereinafter mentioned, and this
sampling shall be carried out between Monday 1
December 2025 to Monday 22 December 2025. In
any case where exceptional circumstances make
it impossible to carry out such sampling by the
date specified, it may be carried out as soon as
possible thereafter, provided the RAS approves a
further extension of time for such sampling.
Sampling is to be carried out at the midpoint on
the near side of the sheep.

(ii)  Samples for each Exhibit shall be certified and
forwarded by the Inspection Committee to the
Australian Wool Testing Authority. The samples will
be Laserscan tested by AWTA Ltd for fibre diameter.
Test results for each Exhibit will be displayed on pen
number cards and Exhibit number (poll) cards, to be
used by Judges as a guide.

(b) The RAS may from time to time appoint Inspection
Committees for the purpose of carrying out the duties
herein mentioned or may recognise Inspection
Committees appointed by the NSW Stud Merino
Breeders’ Association Ltd.

SHEARING

47. (a) The following provisions shall apply to all Merinos and
Poll Merinos Exhibited at the 2026 Show:

()  Each sheep may be shorn at any time before or
after 1 March of the year preceding the year of
the Sydney Royal Easter Show at which it is to be
Exhibited, in Classes 20 to 27, 44 to 51, 68 to 75,
92 to0 99, 116 to 123, 140 to147, 164 to 171, 188
to 195, 212 to 219, 236 to 243, 260 to 267 and
284 to 291 and before or after 15 August in
Classes 10to 17, 34to 41, 58 to 65, 82 to 89, 106
to 113, 130 to 137, 154 to 161, 178 to 185, 202
to 208, 226 to 233, 250 to 257 and 275 to 281 but
at the time of inspection of such sheep, pursuant
to this Regulation it shall carry only such wool as
having regard to natural growth does not exceed
in length the equivalent to 12.5mm as at 1 March
or 15 August.

(ii)  Each intending Exhibitor shall arrange for and
procure the inspection by an Inspection
Committee as is hereinafter mentioned, of the
sheep to be Exhibited and this inspection shall be
made after the sheep is shorn and within 30 days
of the 1 March, or 15 August, depending on the
section in which the sheep has been entered. In
any case where exceptional circumstances make
it impossible to carry out such inspection by the
date specified it must be carried out as soon as
possible thereafter. The RAS may approve a
further extension of time for such inspection.
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(b)

(iii) A sheep shall not be eligible for Exhibition at the
Show unless:

(A) it bears a recognised Association's
inspection tag; or

(B) if the tag is missing it is identified by a
member of the Inspection Committee who
inspected the Exhibitor's sheep as one of
the sheep inspected and tagged pursuant
to this Regulation and is re-tagged by such
member before the sheep is classed for
judging.

(C) if a sheep, shall have lost the ear tag
inserted by the Inspection Committee, or if
for some reason considered satisfactory by
the RAS, the tag shall have been removed
from such sheep, a member of the
Inspection Committee which inspected
such sheep pursuant to this Regulation,
shall, if requested so to do by the RAS re-
inspect such sheep and if they are able to
identify it as one inspected and tagged
pursuant to this Regulation they shall
forthwith re-tag the sheep.

(iv) The Exhibitor shall furnish in respect of each of
their entries a declaration made by a competent
declarant that the Exhibit conforms in all respects
with the provisions of paragraphs (a), (b) and (c),
of this Regulation and that all requirements of
such paragraphs have been fulfilled.

(v) The RAS may from time to time appoint
Inspection Committees for the purpose of
carrying out the duties herein mentioned or may
recognise Inspection Committees appointed by
the NSW Stud Merino Breeders' Association Ltd.

Sheep of any breed other than Merino shall carry not
less than 6 months wool and not more than 12 months
wool, as at the date of commencement of the Show at
which they are Exhibited, except where otherwise
specified in specifications of the Class in which such
sheep are Exhibited. (See Conditions at the front of
each section).

The shearing date is required to be stated on the
Application for Entry for all sheep other than those
shorn in accordance with the NSW Stud Merino
Breeders' Association Regulations. In the case of sheep
entered in shorn Classes the information, if not known
at the time of entry, shall be supplied to the RAS as
soon as possible after the sheep are shorn.

SICK OR DISEASED ANIMALS

48.

If, in the opinion of a qualified Veterinary Surgeon appointed
by the RAS, an animal on the Showground shall be so injured
or be so affected by sickness, disease or other ailment as to
warrant its destruction or its removal from the Showground
or its removal from its current location to another location
such as a quarantine or hospital area within the Showground
as the case may be, the RAS shall be entitled to have the
animal destroyed and/or require the animal to be forthwith
removed from the Showground and the Exhibitor upon
receipt of such notice, shall forthwith remove such animal
and failing such removal by them within the time prescribed
by the RAS, by written notice to the Exhibitor or their
representative on the Showground. The RAS may remove
the animal or cause the animal to be removed and all costs
and expenses of removal shall be borne by the Exhibitor and
shall be refunded to the RAS. Each such animal shall at all
times be at the sole risk and responsibility of the Exhibitor,
and the Person or Persons removing the animal shall be
deemed to be the agents of the Exhibitor and all acts and
omissions on the part of such Person or Persons shall be of
the Exhibitor who shall indemnify and hold indemnified the
RAS its servants and agents from all Claims whatsoever in
respect of the animal whether by reason of any loss or injury
to or caused by the animal or because of transportation,
feeding or housing or otherwise howsoever.

SIGNAGE

49.

Stud name boards are provided by the RAS based on the
information supplied at the time of entry. Additional signage
containing information relating to the sheep may be
displayed above the pen, provided it does not exceed A4
size, and one sign only per sheep. The display of ribbons or
awards from other shows, and any advertising or banners is
not permitted. Exhibitors are responsible for any damage
caused by the attachment of signage or other items to RAS
property, including lockers and pens, and will be required to
cover all associated repair costs. The Committee reserves
the right to direct the removal of any signage or display
material considered excessive in size or inappropriately
positioned. Failure to comply with these requirements may
result in disciplinary action as determined by the Steward-in-
Chief.

SUBSTITUTION OF SHEEP

50.

(a) InClassesfor Merino and Poll Merino sheep, Exhibitors
may be permitted to substitute sheep in place of sheep
entered, provided the substitute sheep is eligible for
the Class in which the sheep it is to replace was
entered and the substitute sheep has been nominated
as a substitute on the Application for Entry, has been
sampled and tested in accordance with Regulation 46
and details of identification are received by the RAS
not later than 48 hours prior to inspection.

(b) Exhibitorsin the Meat and Dual Purpose Classes will be
permitted to transfer a sheep from a Pairs Class to a
Single Class provided the other sheep in the former
Class is found to be unfit for Exhibition following its
arrival at the Showground. Exhibitors will also be
permitted to substitute sheep, provided notice of such
substitution is given to the RAS not less than 24 hours
prior to commencement of judging. An alteration will
not be permitted which would mean that the
substituted sheep would be competing in a separate
Class to the original entries.
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UNACCEPTABLE CONDUCT

The RAS maintains a 24-hour emergency veterinary first aid
service on the ground. Exhibitors requiring veterinary first
aid should contact the Sheep Section Pavilion
Superintendent at the rear of the Downes Pavilion.

Itis the responsibility of Exhibitors’ onsite to be aware of and
adhere to the Australian Animal Welfare Standards and
Guidelines, notably but not restricted to the Land
Transportation of Livestock and Model Codes of Practice for
the Welfare of Animals.

A ewe that lambs after arrival at the Showground will be
withdrawn from Competition and removed from public
exhibition. The matter will be investigated by the Committee
who will decide whether further action is required. This may
include Disciplinary Committee action against the Exhibitor.

Notification of withdrawals of Exhibits must reach the
RAS by Wednesday 11 March 2026. Exhibitors who
withdraw entries after this date will incur a fine of $20
per sheep not Exhibited, unless a veterinary or other
suitable certificate is provided.

A refund of Entry Fees shall not be made unless a
notification of withdrawal is received by the Sheep &
Fleece Events Manager in writing before Wednesday 4
March 2026.

In the event of death or iliness of the sheep within 30
days of the Show, a certificate under the hand of the
Exhibitor or their agent must be promptly lodged with
the RAS to the effect that such non-Exhibition is caused
by either:

(i)  The death of the animal; or

(i)  Contagious or infectious disease; or

(iii) lllness, confirmed by explanatory certificate of a
veterinarian or some other competent Person.

Failure to do so will render the Exhibitor liable to a
fine of $10.

Only Exhibits entered into General Merino Classes will be eligible for entry into the Production Class.
The Exhibit must be regulation March shorn.

No late entries or entries without correct testing will be accepted.

The Class will be judged using subjective measurement for both wool and conformation.

Wool will be objectively measured from a mid-side sample officially taken by the NSW Stud Merino Sheep Breeders’ Association
collection team during the sampling period specified in Sheep & Fleece Special Regulation 46(a)(i).

Exhibitors must register an intent to enter Classes 328, 329, 331 and 332 at time of midside sampling to ensure an adequate sample
size is taken for length and strength testing. The sample size shall not be less than 50 grams.

The Exhibit will be ineligible for entry if an insufficient sample is taken. It is the Exhibitor’s responsibility to check the sample weight at
time of sampling.

Interstate entrants sample collected as per their state regulations.

Samples will be tested by AWTA Laserscan for Micron, Yield and Length and Strength.
Fleece measurements will be in accordance with Sheep & Fleece Special Regulation 46(a)(ii).
Sheep will be shorn and then judged at the Show.

Fleece will be commercially valued, using the AWEX clean costages, per sample test results and the actual greasy fleece weight of the
shorn fleece.

Scanogram tests will be conducted after shearing at the Show.

An Exhibitor of a sheep entered in the Merino Section Production Class must provide two (2) Handlers to assist the Shearer whilst the
sheep is being shorn. Both Handlers must remain with the animal at all times during the shearing.

No Merino sheep will be permitted to be shorn at the Show unless it is a sheep validly entered in the Merino Section Production Class.
Judging criteria and points allocation to be made as follows.

Actual body weight will be recoded as individual score, with half points recorded.

The total value of the fleece (fleece, fleece pieces and fleece bellies) will be the recorded score, to the nearest half point.
3.  Subjective Judging
The sheep will be lined up after being shorn and judged for breed type, structure and soundness.

INTRODUCTION

The objective of the RAS of NSW Sydney Royal Fleece Show is to
conduct a fleece Competition, the results of which will reflect,
from a breeding perspective, the most desirable characteristics of
wool and which is commercially relevant. The Sheep & Wool
Committee aims for the Competition to provide valuable
outcomes in terms of informing Exhibitors, wool producers and
the public at large.

To achieve these objectives, the Schedule provides for the use of
current technology for objective measurement, supplemented by
accepted subjective assessment criteria which the Committee
believes will improve the Competition in terms of achieving its
objectives.

The points scored in all sections will be rounded to the nearest
0.5 points.

Of the potential total of 100 points to be allocated by the Judges,
55 points may be awarded on the basis of objective measurement:

e C(Clean fleece weight - 40 points;
e Hauteur - 5 points;
e Staple Strength - 10 points.

45 points may be awarded by the Judges on the basis of subjective
judgment with test results to be used as a guide if applicable:

e Trueness to Type - 10 points;

e Uniformity of Length (CV of length may be used as a guide) -
5 points;

e Density - 5 points;

e Character - 5 points;
e Style -5 points;

e Colour -5 points;

e Evenness of Fibre Diameter, (CV of fibre diameter may be
used as a guide) - 5 points;

e Handle - 5 points.

JUDGING SYSTEM

All fleece Classes except those indicated (i.e. Merino Classes; 573
to 575 inclusive, Meat & Dual Purpose Classes 620to 626 inclusive
and NSW Classes 628 to 644 inclusive) will be judged according to
the Judging System below.

CLEAN FLEECE WEIGHT - Maximum 40 Points

Clean fleece weight will be determined from the greasy weight of
the fleece, as recorded by the Stewards and AWTA Ltd
representatives using tested scales, and the washing yield as
tested by AWTA Ltd. The clean fleece weight will be adjusted
downwards proportionately in the case of any fleece assessed as
carrying more than 1% vegetable matter (VM). The points
allocated out of the maximum of 40 will be calculated as a
percentage of the benchmark clean fleece weight for the relevant
micron and sex.

BENCHMARKS:

MERINO

For Merino fleeces the benchmark clean fleece weights required
to achieve maximum points for a given mean fibre diameter will
be according to graduated compound curves with increments in
clean fleece weight for each 0.1 micron. The major plotted points
of the curves are as follows:

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HAUTEUR - Maximum 5 Points

Hauteur is the average length of fibre in the combed wool top.
The industry standard TEAM 2 formula is used to calculate
Hauteur. The factors used in this calculation are vegetable
matter, mean fibre diameter, staple length, staple strength and
percentage of mid breaks. Vegetable matter is assessed visually
by the Stewards and AWTA Ltd representative at the time of
sampling and the following default percentages will be used in the
calculation of Hauteur:

Free or nearly free 0.0to 1.5% VM = 1%

Light 1.6 t0 2.5% VM = 2%
Light medium 2.6t03.5% VM = 3%
Medium 3.6t04.5% VM = 4%
Heavy >4.6%VM = 5%

If the Hauteur calculation for a fleece falls within the average
range for its mean fibre diameter then the maximum of 5 points
is awarded. A discount of 0.1 points is applied for each millimetre
above or below the average range.

If a fine
merino fleece (18.6 to 20.5 microns) tests 77mm Hauteur (2mm
outside the range), then 0.2 points are deducted and 5.0 points
are awarded.

These points to be awarded on the basis of the Judges’
assessment of the fleece’s possession of all the desirable
characteristics from the perspective of the spinning process.

COLOUR - Maximum 5 points

These points to be awarded on the basis of the Judges’
assessment of the colour or bloom of the fleece and the degree
to which it will scour to a white product.

EVENNESS OF FIBRE DIAMETER - Maximum 5 points

These points to be awarded on the basis of the Judges’
assessment of the evenness of fibre diameter throughout the
fleece.

For the purpose of this Competition the following
definitions apply:

(a) Article: a utility item that is not worn but can be used in
the home e.g. blanket; with an outfit e.g. bag; for
amusement e.g. toy; as a decoration e.g. picture etc.

(b) Garment: an item that can be worn e.g. dress, jacket,
scarf or hat.

(c) Three Different Types: the 3 items in an entry must differ
from each other in terms of their construction technique
and/or their purpose eg.1 a knitted jumper, blanket and tea
cosy OR eg.2 a knitted tea cosy, a crocheted tea cosy or a
felted tea cosy OR eg.3 a knitted jumper, a knitted blanket
and a crocheted blanket.

All articles/garments must contain a minimum of 80%
sheep wool, excluding lining, to qualify for Competition.
Exhibits (Articles/Garments) may be knitted, crocheted,
sewn, felted etc. and must be hand crafted (use of sewing
machine is permitted).

A sample of the yarn, fabric or fibre with label must be
attached to each item making up the Exhibit. If a label is not
available as a hand spun/felted, a handwritten label with
relevant details and sample will suffice.

An Exhibit in this Competition may consist of the work of
one individual or a group of individuals, or an organization.
All three Article/Garments must have been completed
within the 12 months prior to the local show and made by
the Exhibitor/s.

An Exhibit having won at a local show may be Exhibited (the
same three Article/Garments) at the Group Final. The
winning Exhibit at the Group Final is then eligible to
compete in the RAS/AgShows NSW Wool Article/Garment
State Final Competition held at the Sydney Royal Easter
Show.

An Exhibit is only eligible to represent one Society at Group
level and one Group at State level.

An Exhibit (Article/Garment) that has previously competed
at Group level is not eligible to compete again.

If this Class is not scheduled or attracts no entries at a local
show, the Chief Pavilion Steward in consultation with the
appropriate Pavilion Section Judges, may select three
suitable individual Exhibits and, with the Exhibitors
permission, enter them in the Group judging as an Exhibit
representing the particular Society concerned.

It is the responsibility of the Group Secretary and winner to
coordinate the transfer of the winning entry to the
Agricultural Societies Council Office in Sydney for the
RAS/AgShows NSW Wool Article/Garment State Final
Competition held at the Sydney Royal Easter Show.
